Attributes of God (Communicable &
Incommunicable)

Scripture reveals a difference between communicable and incommunicable attributes:
Incommunicable attributes are characteristics God shares with (communicates to) no
one, because they are elements of His uniqueness (i.e. God is self-existent and
eternal)

Communicable attributes are characteristics God shares with us in some measure (we
are made in His image)

All God is, God is all of the time, fully and perfectly. He never diminishes one of His

attributes in favor of another.
